Do you have pigs in your community?

There is a disease called African Swine Fever (ASF) which is causing
big problems for pigs in other countries. It has recently been found in
East Timor and without good biosecurity, could enter Australia.

[t's REALLY important that pigs don’t eat meat! If pigs eat meat, if

can transfer lots of diseases. It's ok to feed your pigs bread and
vegetables but DON'T feed your pigs scraps that have meat in them, or
feed them food that has been in contact with meat products.

Because of the risk of disease transfer, it's actually illegal to feed pigs
with food scraps that contain, or have been in contact with meat.
